. TheP of Sin; Without Christ, You Were Dead (vv.1-3)
"Men apart from God are spiritual zombies. They are the walking dead, who

do not know they are dead. They go through the motions of life, but they do
not possess it.” John MacArthur

Three Direct Facts About Sin:

i.  Whoyouare: "you were dead in your trespasses and sins”
ii. Actsviolating God's laws: "you were dead in your trespasses and sins"
iii. Missing God's perfect design: "you were dead in your trespasses and sins”

Four Painful Outcomes of Sin:
i.  Going with the flow of the world (v. 2a)
"in which you formerly walked according to the course of this world"
ii. Following the lead of God's enemy (v. 2b)
"according to the prince of the power of the air,
of the spirit that is now working in the sons of disobedience.”
iii. Enslaved to your own strong feelings and warped thinking (v. 3a)
"Among them we too all formerly lived in the lusts of our flesh,
indulging the desires of the flesh and of the mind,"
iv. Under God's judgment (v. 3b)
"and were by nature children of wrath, even as the rest”



Total depravity: unable to comprehend, believe or embrace spiritual truths
