Introduction:   

 
Matthew 20:28 just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many 
 
1 Timothy 3:15 I write so that you will know how one ought to conduct himself in the household of God, which is the church of the living 
God, the pillar and support of the truth.
